0 The University of Nevada, Las Vegas (UNLV) started microcosm testing on November 11, 2017
with a combination of soil and groundwater collected from boring locations M-251 (located with in
the Unit 4 Building basement) and M-253 (located to the east of the Unit 4 Building basement).
Microcosm testing and evaluation of results are ongoing.

0 The Unit 4 Source Area In-Situ Bioremediation Treatability Study Work Plan was submitted on
December 13, 2017 and comments were received on December 29, 2017.

e Schedule and Progress Updates

0 UNLV microcosm testing and evaluation will continue in January 2018.

0 The revised Unit 4 Source Area In-Situ Bioremediation Treatability Study Work Plan is under
development and will be submitted along with a response to comments letter by February 5,
2018.
