6. Sections 4.2.2,4.5,5.1.5 and 5.5: As there is no PQL for
radionuclides, the final paragraph of Sections 4.2.2/5.1.5 and the
final sentence of Sections 4.5/5.5 are not applicable and should
be removed or revised.

The laboratory reported a Requested Limit of 1.0 picocurie per
gram (pCi/g) for radionuclide analyses as specified in the QAPP.
This Requested Limit was reviewed as part of the data validation to
ensure that the QAPP requirements were met. Section 4.2.2 has
been revised to note the criteria used to evaluate method blanks.
The text in Sections 4.5, 5.1.5, and 5.5 have been revised to
replace “"PQL” with “Requested Limit".
