1. Section 6.0, page 24, NDEP has the following comments:
a. 1st paragraph, last sentence, please remove “and cannot be remediated at this time” as 

TRX should provide discussion on the feasibility of remediation in the separate 
Environmental Covenants document.

b. 2nd paragraph, 1st sentence, please revise this sentence by replacing “required” with 
“proposed”.

2. Response to Comments (RTC), Raw Text, RTC 4, the requested map showing the location of 
the Manganese Tailings Cross-Sections was not included in the errata packet. Please provide 
this map.

3. RTC, Perimeter Air Monitoring Plan, RTC l.a and Appendix B, TRX should note that the 
revised Table 1 does not contain the OCPs, perchlorate or PCBs. TRX should indicate in 
which RZs they intend to monitor for these chemicals.
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
