Dear Mr. Steinberg,

The NDEP has received and reviewed the Trust’s above-identified Deliverable and finds that the
document is acceptable with the following comments noted for the Administrative Record:

1. Field Data Sheets don’t have ORP data that is required field parameter in Appendix B of
Field Sampling Plan Reversionl (Environ, 2014). Please provide ORP in the field data
sheets of future semi-annual and annual performance reports.

2. Equipment calibration in Field Data Sheets doesn’t provide equipment model and serial
numbers that are also required in Appendix B of Field Sampling Plan Reversionl (Environ,
2014). Please provide correct equipment calibration in the field data sheets of future semi-
annual and annual performance reports, and sent by e-mail any Calibration Log Sheet for
this past event.

3. Tables 9 and 10 of perchlorate and chromium plume mass estimates for 2002, 2006 and
2012 are not updated with new aquifer information obtained in NERT Phase I Remediation
Investigation and COP subsurface hydrogeological evaluations. NDEP understands that it
is difficult to apply new information of perchlorate and chromium concentration back to the
mass estimates for 2002, 2006 and 2012 but it is possible to apply contaminated aquifer
information back and to re-calculate the perchlorate and chromium mass for the year of
2002, 2006 and 2012.

4. Tables 9, 10 and 15. NDEP suggests adding a new table to expand to include perchlorate
and chromium mass remaining in groundwater and including saturated thickness and
porosity of aquifers used to calculate the mass, plume area, contaminated groundwater
volume, perchlorate or chromium mass by each contour interval corresponding it on the
plume maps showing in the annual performance report (e.g., Plates 6 and 7), by water-
bearing zone (e.g., shallow and middle), and by location (e.g., On-site, Off-site to AWF,
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and AWF to the Wash). Please calculate the center of mass for perchlorate and chromium

for inclusion in Table 15 or new table.

NDEP suggests adding a table showing GWETS operation metrics for the period reported

following table format:
