Dear Mr. Steinberg, 

The NDEP has received and reviewed the Trust's above-identified Deliverable and finds that the 
document is acceptable with the following comments noted for the Administrative Record: 

1. The table listing the samples counts per validation stage/analytical method has been 
added following the sentence ending " ... were validated according to the Stage 4 data 
validation procedures:" The colon seems to indicate that Stage 4 validation procedures 
will be listed immediately following. Please address this comment in future deliverable. 

2. The new table listing the sample counts per validation stage/analytical method is not 
referenced in the text. Please address this comment in future deliverable. 

3. While sufficient Stage 4 validation of wet chemistry methods was performed, suggest 
validating at least one sample for each wet chemistry method utilized to verify the 
analysis was performed and calculated correctly. Please address this comment in future 
deliverable. 

4. The inorganic NFG does not specifically recognize the qualification of batches of 
samples. Professional judgement is to be applied in determining sample similarity via: 
"(e.g., location and type of sample, descriptive data, soil classification); field test data 
(e.g., pH, Eh, conductivity, chlorine}; and laboratory data for other parameters (e.g., TSS, 
TDS, TOC, alkalinity or buffering capacity, reactive sulfide, anions)." Please address this 
comment in future deliverable. 

5. The parameter for sample M-10-20150806 is listed as "pH" instead of"Field pH." 
Please revise the parameter field for this sample to be consistent with the remaining field 
pH samples. Please address this comment in future deliverable. 
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6. The appropriate qualifier has been added to the TDS result for sample PC-144-2015810, 
but the "final_ validation_reason_codes" field was not populated. Please add the 
appropriate reason code to this field in future deliverable. 

7. The parameter for sample M-10-20150806 is listed as "pH" instead of"Field pH." 
Please revise the parameter field for this sample to be consistent with the remaining field 
pH samples in future deliverable. 

8. The appropriate qualifier has been added to the TDS result for sample PC-144-2015810, 
but the "final_validation_reason_codes" field was not populated. Please add the 
appropriate reason code to this field in future deliverable. 

9. Please update the EDD according to the comments of No. 5, 7 and 8 and submit updated 
one within 30 days received this letter.
