Dear Mr. Harry Van den Berg and Ms. Carmen Caceres-Schnell: 

The NDEP has reviewed the above-identified document situation (Attachment A) and finds that that 
the data from Test America for the period of August 2016 through June 2017 is acceptable with the 
following comments noted for the Administrative Record: 

Test America (TA) lost their certification for non-potable water perchlorate analysis, and only for the 
state of Nevada for the time period identified above. The laboratory lost the certification for 
forgetting to run PT performance samples for the State of Nevada, which is important in that the TA 
lost the certification due to a human error, the lab did not lose certification due to Nevada taking the 
certification or due to equipment failure or malfunction. Once the error caused was discovered, TA 
worked quickly to regain their certification and it is important that during this same time period, TA 
did not lose certification for potable water perchlorate testing, ( same equipment, same personal, and 
same laboratory). Additionally, TA did not lose any other state certification for non-potable water 
perchlorate over that time period. This data over this time period was not used for a decision such as 
"No Further Action" with NDEP. For all these reason, NDEP will accept the data.
